A limited number of tickets for both shows will also be available at Lester’s Florist, located at 37th and Bull streets in Savannah. For both events, unclaimed seats will be given to waiting patrons 10 minutes prior to curtain call. 

Because Lula Washington Dance Theatre will present a special school show for approximately 2000 students in grades 4-8 during the festival’s annual School Day Extravaganza on Feb. 11, the ticket lottery for youth organizations will not be held for the festival’s annual dance performance. As such, tickets for the public performance on Feb. 12 need to be obtained from the Savannah Civic Center Box Office or Lester’s Florist.  
For both performances, a special block of tickets will be reserved for two special groups. Military families will receive a block of tickets for the Lula Washington Dance Theatre, and students and families of the Savannah Speech and Hearing Center, along with affiliate organizations in the region, will receive a block of tickets for the Sweet Honey in the Rock( performance. “We are proud to provide the opportunity to share these events with many of our families whose loved ones are making the sacrifice to serve our country, as well as to our hearing impaired constituents, to whom Sweet Honey in the Rock( especially caters,” said Shirley B.
